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Overview
After the implementation of the one way traffic system in Welshpool High Street, a survey was conducted over a six month period in 2014 to establish a clear understanding of views from across the Welshpool area. The survey could be completed either online or by hard copy.














1) How do you commute to work?


The vast majority of people (76%) state that they commute by car. 












2) Which of the following statements best describes your feelings on Welshpool’s one-way system?


A majority of respondents (58%) believe that the one way system has damaged the local economy. 
Around a fifth (19%) of people believe that the one way system has benefitted the town.
Almost a quarter (23%) believe the one way system has had no impact at all on the town’s economy.










3) Do you think the one-way system should be scrapped?

A majority (52%) are opposed to the one-way system and believe it should be scrapped. 
35% believe the one way system should remain.
12% are unsure on the matter. 











4) Would an hourly service on the Cambrian Line improve your commute/encourage you to use the train?




Less than one in ten (9%) said that an hourly service on the Cambrian Line would improve their commute. 
However, 43% stated that, with an hourly service, they would be more likely to use the train. 
46% said that it was not applicable to them or it would not improve their commute.
